Partnering with Metro, Ports, and 17 regional/local
transportation agencies to implement Regional
Integration of ITS (RIITS) network to provide real-time
traffic information

Partnering with Ports to deploy electronic message
sign system and Advanced Transportation
Management and Information System (ATMIS) to
mitigate port congestion and air pollution.
